Beloved community mural defaced; three people charged

(Ottawa)—The Ottawa Police Service has charged three people in relation to a community mural being
defaced on Wurtemburg Street.

During the evening of January 16th, the mural was marred by graffiti. The next day, the graffiti was noticed and
reported to police.

Three suspects have been identified as responsible for the damage. Two of the suspects have been arrested and
charged. Investigators are asking for help to locate a third individual.

Liam McGarry, 29 years old, of Ottawa, is wanted for Mischief exceeding $5000.
The mural will be restored in the coming months.
